Without him the show is 
doomed. But when Jules fails to perform the simplest  
of acting tasks, Bill’s raison d’être becomes teaching  
his young pupil the very meaning of farce.

Driven by wit, cynicism and thigh-slapping humour  
A Commercial Farce is biting comedy at its best. 
Expect slapstick, running gags, misunderstandings 
and an inability to communicate the simplest of 
messages. It’s one big, complex and complicated 
dog’s breakfast - that must nonetheless unfold with 
blind precision. 

From the formidable comic talent of The Pitch and 
The China Incident comes Peter Houghton’s new take 
on a time-honoured tradition of the theatre. Director 
Aidan Fennessy will hurl Luke Ryan (Tartuffe, The 
Spook) against the acting force of Peter Houghton 
in a production guaranteed to fuse physical humour, 
sexual innuendo and transgressive behaviour with an 
almighty bang on the Beckett stage.

Representing some of Australia’s most promising 
contemporary dance talent, Rogue exploded out of 
the 2008 Next Wave Festival and swiftly established 
a reputation as the ‘ones to watch’ in Melbourne’s 
independent dance scene. 

Collectively, they have worked with renowned 
choreographers Lucy Guerin, Gideon Obarzanek, Phillip 
Adams, Garry Stewart and David Pledger. Here, they 
reignite two high energy high impact works, alongside 
a brand new ensemble piece, in a triptych of intimate 
and intelligent dance. 

Antony Hamilton’s The Counting dissects circadian 
rhythms set to a blistering underscore of driving 
beats while Byron Perry’s A Volume Problem draws 
parallels between population growth and the auditory 
phenomenon of feedback. And, as for Puck - Rogue’s 
latest offering… well… every good story has a 
prankster. Puck has been imagined throughout history, 
mischievous, curious and cheekily outlandish, a 
woodland sprite leading folk astray with echoes and 
light through the forest of fairytale landscape. 

Capturing both what existed before them and building 
new pathways ahead of the tide, Rogue combine 
precision, beauty and mischief, to deliver an inventive 
and daring performance. Watch this space.

MALTHOUSE MELBOURNE
To give our home city the credit it is due for attracting 
and supporting great ideas and creative innovators, 
we decided to launch Malthouse Melbourne for 
our national and international presentations. In recent 
months, this banner has flown proudly in Edinburgh with 
The Tell-Tale Heart as it will again in January for the 
2009 Sydney Festival. Moving Target was presented for 
the Sydney Opera House and the 2008 Adelaide Festival, 
and more recently Meow Meow became the toast of 
Sydney in The Studio season of Vamp. In 2009, Venus 
and Adonis will be remounted for seasons at the Sydney 
Theatre Company and New Zealand Arts Festival. Rather 
fantastically, this coming March our 2006 co-production 
with Company B, Exit the King will be revisited on 
Broadway. In April 09, we will announce even more 
presentations as part of our Season Two. 

AUSTRALIAN ARTISTS UNDER COMMISSION
In Season One 2009, we will present plays by Lally 
Katz, Chris Kohn, Peter Houghton and Tom Wright. All 
were commissioned and developed specifically for 
Malthouse Theatre. While we can’t announce all of the 
projects under discussion for the future, we thought 
you might enjoy the anticipation if we alerted you to 
some of the creative artists currently under commission, 
these include: Melissa Reeves, Hannie Rayson, Bruce 
Gladwin, Jane Griffiths, Andrew Upton, David Woods 
and Daniel Keene – to name just a few. 

ARTIST IN RESIDENCE:  
Anna CordinglEy

Our Artists in Residence play a 
tremendous role in Malthouse 
Theatre productions both locally 
and as part of Malthouse 
Melbourne, touring nationally 
and internationally. After four 
years as Designer in Residence, 

Anna Tregloan will be leaving us to pursue projects 
over the border in NSW. We now welcome Anna 
Cordingley into the company. Anna (Cordingley) has 
worked with Malthouse Theatre on Autobiography 
of Red and Not Like Beckett in 2006, and will 
design A Commercial Farce in season one. She is an 
alumnus of the VCA and is completing a Masters of 
Art Curatorship at the University of Melbourne. Her 
year in 2008 was dominated by The Eighth Bridge 
over the River Tyne for Bambuco, SummerTyne 
and the twin cities of Newcastle/Gateshead in the 
United Kingdom, among many other projects here 
in Melbourne for Melbourne International Arts 
Festival, La Mama and Red Stitch Actor’s Theatre. 

Paul Jackson will continue as out resident Lighting 
Designer. Thank you especially to our donors and 
supporters for making our Artist in Residence 
program possible.

One year on, the ecologically sustainable strategy 
for our staff, artists, venue and you – our patrons 
– continues to hold pride of place in everything we 
do; from our Greenlight mugs, Glow in the Dark 
directional emergency lighting in our theatres, and 
the company’s Green Purchasing Policy. We have now 
invested almost $17,000, which has been collected 
through Carbon Offset fees from every ticket sold to 
Malthouse Theatre productions. This sum has allowed 
us to achieve Carbon Positive Status – thank you! This 
investment has been made with Climate Friendly; an 
organisation dedicated to positive, meaningful and 
real action to address the global greenhouse problem. 
Their projects offer the highest quality carbon credits 
from independently verified sources that meet a series 
of sustainable company principles. Individual projects 
include wind farms in Victoria, Western Australia, 
South Australia, New Zealand, Turkey and China. Our 
carbon offset fee contribution will continue in 2009.

PARKING
We recommend that you arrive half an hour prior to 
the commencement of your scheduled performance 
time.

There are also a number of secure car 
park facilities in the precinct: CarePark – secure pay 
and display parking at 152 Sturt Street, Southbank. 
Australian Ballet Centre car park - 2 Kavanagh Street, 
and The Arts Centre car park - access via Sturt Street.

The CUB Malthouse is 12 minutes walk from 
Flinders Street Train Station, and 8 minutes walk 
from the Arts Centre. From Melbourne City you can 
catch the No.1 South Melbourne tram anywhere 
along Swanston Street and alight at stop No.19 on 
Sturt Street. You can also catch any other St Kilda 
Road trams travelling towards – or away – from the 
City and alight at Grant Street near the Victorian 
College of the Arts.
